Ardmore Aerodrome Radio Procedures.

· After Start. 

Listen to AWIB on 121.0, note runway in use, wind direction, QNH, (set on altimeter) and any notes. 

Change to 118.1

“Ardmore Unicom, BQV (Bravo Quebec Victor) Radio Check.”

“BQV read you 5’s”

“BQV”

· At Holding point, ready for takeoff.

“Ardmore Traffic, BQV lining up runway (03/21)”

“Ardmore Traffic, BQV rolling (03/21), vacating to training area, (or direction/destination)/Remaining in the circuit”

· Rejoining the circuit
“Ardmore Traffic, BQV (Position, Height, Intentions) e.g. Overhead Hunua, 1600 feet, rejoining overhead”


· Downwind to Land

“Ardmore Traffic, BQV Downwind, Full stop/Touch and Go, Grass/Seal 03/21.”

· Finals to Land

“Ardmore Traffic, BQV Finals 03/21 Grass/Seal, touch and go/full stop.
